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How MCC is helping 
MCC and the medical coordination of�ces of 
the Congo Mennonite and Congo Mennonite 
Brethren Churches are working on a multi-
year campaign to revitalize the churches’ 
medical programs in Bandundu and Kasai 
provinces.  

Health care professionals struggle to provide 
adequate medications and quality care. 
Medicine for treatable diseases such as 
malaria is in short supply. Doctors and nurses 
are underpaid or unpaid. Helping the hospitals 
to increase their capacity to treat people and 
provide medication will help provide improved 
care for the entire community and stability for 
the hospital staff.  

After months of planning with the churches’ 
medical coordination of�ces, MCC is provid-
ing medications and supplies to the Mukedi 
and Kajiji hospitals. With your continued 
support MCC will expand the project to serve 
additional hospitals. 

How you can help 

Pray for the staff and administration who 
work tirelessly to provide quality health care 
with limited resources. Nurses are paid an 
average of $6 per month. The hospitals do not 
have dependable electricity or running water.

Give
$1,500 provides transportation (a driver, a 
reliable vehicle and a mechanic) and delivery 
for a three-month supply of medications to a 
rural hospital.

$500 helps maintain stable salaries for 
hospital of�ce staff for one month.

$28 pays for the daily medications sold at a 
hospital pharmacy. Proceeds from medica-
tions sold are used by the hospital to build up 
the pharmacy and to pay nurses and support 
the hospital.

10 cents pays for a quinine tablet to treat 
malaria.
